TentLondon opened its doors 
with a new take on vintage 
and contemporary design

Tent London is designed to span the divide between consumer and
designer, and is therefore a good place to gauge consumer wants.

The show, which takes up all 11acres of London’s Truman brewery on
Brick Lane is divided up into themed spaces to mark out for visitors
where to find the latest in contemporary design (Content), take in the
best in Vintage (Circa), be wowed by the world’s top design brands
(Superbrands), or seek out upcoming talent (Talent Zone).
